From I-85 take the Hwy 441 South exit towards Commerce, GA (Exit # 149).  Continue on 441 until the Athens Loop, GA Rt. 10 (approximately 20 miles).  Turn Right onto the ramp.  Exit onto the Oconee Connector (approximately 6 miles from Hwy 441).  Keep Right at the ramp. Oconee Connector becomes Mars Hill Road which then becomes Experiment Station Road.
